DIRECTIONS: From northbound I-271, take Richfield exit, turn right on Brecksville Rd, turn left at light on Wheatley cross I-77 and
follow Wheatley to Riverview; From southbound I-271 take 303 East to first light (Peninsula), turn right on Riverview,
5 miles to Ride Headquarters in Howe Meadow. OR: from I-77 Use exit 143 (exit is located 23 miles south of
Cleveland, 13 miles north of Akron, at I-271 intersection), turn left, go east on Wheatley 2 miles to town of Everett
(road ends), turn right (south) on Riverview. Howe Meadow is approximately 1 1/2 miles on the right. There is a
special entrance for BIG RIGS at the FIRST ENTRANCE located north end of the site. Do not try to go up little
hill and over tracks...You will get stuck! REMINDER: THESE ARE ACTIVE TRAIN TRACKS!
